More than 500K Raised by Miracle Hill to Care for 
Children and Adults Experiencing Homelessness in the Upstate 
GREENVILLE, SC (March 21, 2023) Miracle Hill Ministries held its annual fundraising event on March 14th at the Greenville Convention Center. Donors, volunteers, staff members, and friends of the ministry gathered to commemorate the Lord’s work and the outpouring of support by the community in 2022. 

During his remarks, Ryan Duerk, President and CEO, emphasized the efforts of the organization to create more expertise in counseling and case management of people experiencing homelessness under their care. Duerk also stressed the ministry’s commitment to go deeper in support and therapy for children in the Foster Care system: “Our state is still 1,075 foster families short; teens and sibling groups remain to be the largest group in need of care.”

It was a night filled with emotion as individuals and families served by the ministry shared their stories of love and redemption, reaffirming Miracle Hill’s great impact on the community. In 2022, the organization cared for 367 foster children; served 2,008 individuals through its rescue missions; and supported 478 adults through addiction recovery programs. 

This event was possible thanks to the generosity of valuable sponsors and community partners. The donations received will be used to attend to the needs of the ministry’s four rescue missions, two addiction recovery programs, eighteen transitional housing facilities, a foster care community, a foster care program, a food ministry distribution center, eight thrift stores, and an auto sales operation.
