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Half a Million Raised to Care for the Homeless in the Upstate
Miracle Hill Celebrates Spring Banquet

GREENVILLE, SC (March 18, 2023) Miracle Hill Ministries held its annual fundraising banquet on March 12th at the Greenville Convention Center. Donors, staff members, and friends of the ministry gathered to commemorate the Lord’s work and the outpouring of support by the community in 2023. 

During his remarks, Ryan Duerk, President and CEO, emphasized the efforts of the organization to establish a career progression plan for guests exiting homelessness. This plan is equipping them with education and experience for the workforce. Duerk also stated: “Exits from our shelters and programs continue to be a focal point. We are serving more people in this fashion than we ever have. This means more are truly exiting homelessness and moving on into their own housing situation.”

It was a night filled with emotion as individuals and families served by the ministry shared their stories of love and redemption, reaffirming Miracle Hill’s great impact on the community. As the Upstate’s largest, most comprehensive provider of services to homeless children and adults, in 2023 the organization cared for 372 foster children; served 2,843 individuals through its rescue missions; and supported 389 adults through addiction recovery programs.

The donations received will be used to attend to the needs of the ministry’s four rescue missions, two addiction recovery programs, eighteen transitional housing facilities, a foster care community, a foster care program, a food ministry distribution center, eight thrift stores, and an auto sales operation.
