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Miracle Hill Ministries Highlights Addiction Recovery Impact During Alcoholism Awareness Month 
GREENVILLE, SC (April 9, 2026). As part of its ongoing commitment to supporting individuals struggling with addiction, Miracle Hill Ministries is bringing awareness in April by highlighting the impact of its comprehensive addiction recovery programs. With addiction rates continuing to rise across South Carolina, Miracle Hill remains dedicated to providing effective treatment, meaningful support, and pathways to long-term stability. In 2025, the ministry served 456 recovery guests.
Miracle Hill’s recovery programs are designed to go beyond surface-level change. Participants commit to a minimum of seven months in a structured environment, where they are challenged to examine the root causes of their struggles and pursue deep, lasting transformation. While faith in Jesus is central to the healing process, the program emphasizes the importance of personal responsibility, community and hard work.
Last year, 118 men and women successfully graduated from the addiction recovery programs. Miracle Hill measures success one year after graduation, and recent follow-up with 2024 graduates reveals encouraging outcomes: 52% remained clean and sober for a full year.
Leaders at Miracle Hill attribute this success to a powerful combination of faith in Jesus and community support. “We’ve found that the key to lasting recovery is a community that believes in each individual, paired with a strong foundation in Jesus,” said Yolanda Pilarte.
Miracle Hill’s addiction recovery programs for men and women provide a structured, faith-based environment where individuals can rebuild their lives. Services include individual counseling, educational programming, life skills training, discipleship, among other things. Following the initial program, graduates have access to transitional housing for continued support as they move toward independence and stability. As Alcoholism Awareness Month brings attention to the challenges of addiction, Miracle Hill Ministries invites the Upstate community to learn more, get involved, and support those on the journey to recovery.
